The report card will
provide students, parents, teachers and administrators the opportunity to know what is
expected of students and "how good is good enough" supported through the usage of
parent and teacher rubrics.

The information contained in this guide represents the progression of levels a student
may move through over the course of a school year. Unequivocally, the goal of your
child's teacher and local school is to help them progress to a Level 3 (Meets) by the
conclusion of their kindergarten school year. As you look at this guide, it will serve as a
helpful tool for understanding what your child is to learn and master each six weeks of
the school year.
