Unequivocally, the goal of your
child’s teacher and local school is to help them progress to a Level 3 (Meets) by the
conclusion of their first grade school year. As you look at this guide, it will serve as a

helpful tool for understanding what your child is to learn and master each six weeks of
the school year.
